Drop-Off & Pick-Up Procedures:

Drop-Off
e The drop-off zone for "kiss and ride” is located in the parking lot. Please do not park in this area.
e Cars can drop off their children, but you cannot park your car or get out of your car while doing so. The expectation is
when you are circling around, you may let your child out near the entrance to the yard, but you must stay in the car.
