*Important Notes:

Please note there is no supervision on the yard (or in the school) in the morning before 8:45am. If your child arrives before 8:45 they

must be supervised by a parent/guardian.

Please ensure students are not bringing toys from home to school. Outdoor sports balls are allowed (labelled with student’s name) but please
note the school will not be responsible for lost, stolen or damaged balls. Water guns and firearm-like objects are forbidden at school.

We are asking you to please review with your children the safety rules with regards to riding scooters, bicycles, rollerblades, and any
other wheeled vehicles to school. Students need to remember to wear their helmet and that they only walk, not ride, these devices once they
are on school property. We want to protect the safety of all our children!

If your student(s) arrives after 9am please use the main entrance of the school and check-in at the office. The gates in the kindergarten yard
are closed and locked at 9am and must remain locked for the safety of the students.

We understand that sometimes situations come up where parents/guardians need to sign out their children early, however, unless necessary we
ask that you wait until school is dismissed at 3:30pm. Early sign-outs are very disruptive for the class and interrupts the students learning time.
Please note we will no longer be allowing sign-outs after 3:15pm.
