Kindergarten Registration and French Immersion

The TVDSB Kindergarten registration window for the 2025-2026 school year is Monday, January 13- Friday,
January 31, 2025. Children must be 4 years of age by December 31, 2025 to register for their first year of
Kindergarten. There is a Live Virtual Kindergarten Information Session on January 27, 2024.
